Unsafe Structures and Equipment 

  

The walking surface of any aisle, passageway, stairway or other means of exit is so warped, warn, loose, torn or otherwise is 

unsafe as not to provide a safe and adequate means of exit in case of fire or panic. 
  

Any portion, section or appurtenance of the building or structure has been damaged by fire, wind, flood or by any other cause to 

such an extent that it is likely to partially or completely collapse, fail, detach or dislodge. 
  

The building or structure, or any part thereof, because of dilapidation, deterioration or decay; or faulty construction; or the 

removal, instability or movement of any portion of ground necessary for the purpose of such building; or the decay, deterioration 

or inadequacy of its foundation; or any other cause, is likely to partially or completely collapse. 

  

The building or structure has been so damaged by fire, wind, flood or other causes or has become so dilapidated or deteriorated 

as to become an attractive nuisance to children or a harbor of transients or vagrants.

No part of any such pool shall be located within 15 feet of any lot line. 
  

Any such pool with a surface area of 150 square feet or more, or a depth of 2 feet or greater, shall be completely surrounded by a 

fence or wall that is not less than four feet in height. All gates or doors opening through said fence shall be erected, maintained, 

and provided with a self-closing, self-locking gate to prevent unauthorized use of the pool and to prevent accidents. However, if 

said pool is located more than 4 feet above the ground level, then a fence is not required provided that all points of access to said 

pool are adequately protected by a self-closing, self-locking gate. 

    A building permit and certificate of occupancy shall be required for all swimming pools.
